Preschool and Kindergarten
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Registration for preschool and kindergarten is
scheduled at all schools at publicized dates each
spring. Most preschool or kindergarten students
new to the system will undergo a screening
process to determine educational placement suited
for the individual child. To enroll students for
kindergarten or preschool contact the local school
that your child will attend.
